(1C) Do Now: Mindfulness
	(1b, 1f) We will review the expectations and responsibilities of the 9th grade NM History curriculum.  They have to pass the EOC and this is for a ½ credit that will appear on their permanent record.
We will also develop the expectations for the 9th Grade Masterpiece.  This is a semester long project where they will create a product that synthesizes the content of the class.  This is a highly differentiated product where the content will be the same, but the complexity of each product will be defined by the teacher and each student.

They will submit a written proposal on Monday.

I will also let them know that ten of them will be taken to Opening Day of the Legislature if they want to.  There are only about ten seats available, so they will have to write and submit an essay about why they want to go.
