(1C) Learning Target: I can develop a basic thesis of protest or promotion that is based in the freedoms of the 1st Amendment.
(1C) Do Now: Mindfulness
	(1b, 1f) We will begin the year with a mini project over the next two days that will be presented on Monday.
We will review the 1st Amendment and then discuss Tinker v. Des Moines.

The students will then be given the opportunity to develop an argument and/or thesis where they will create a protest based on something going on now or promote something that is not as popular as they feel it should be.

They will hypothesize about this protest/promotion and create a poster/powerpoint about it and then on Monday, we will role play the Supreme Court to see if their argument is constitutional.  Of course, we would never know unless these actually made it all the way to the Supreme Court.

The students will also be given the opportunity to attend Opening Day at the Legislature.  They will have to write a short essay about why they want to go.  There are about 10 spaces available.
