This will foster research skills, differentiation into subjects and the analysis of the character of the nation.  Character is the theme of these two weeks and we will look at “getting what we focus on.”

We will look at currency from around the world and realize that countries choose people for their currency based on everything from war leaders, to artists, to scientists, and beyond.
