How has colonization/migration affected the land, population, resources of what we now know as the United States of America?
How did the movement of people and resources impact the history of America

(1C) Learning Target: I can construct an argument that deconstructs slavery and the Triangular Trade Route.
(1C) Do Now: Mindfulness

	(1b, 1f) We will first review the results of Friday’s test.
REMINDER:  Students may do test corrections if they request them.  They are due the next day.

I will then tell the story of Slavery in the Americas and explain the Triangular Trade Route.  We will then discuss this and the students will write a written argument that breaks down this practice, it’s causes and effects.

(1C) Learning Target: I can analyze the Colonial Governments and then design my own.
(1C) Do Now: Mindfulness

	(1b, 1f) We will analyze the colonial governments that are described in Chapter 4 of our text book and then attempt to create our own governments based on the colonial cultural norms and resources.
The government creation will be done in groups of 3.

	WEDNESDAY

(1C) Learning Target:  I can deconstruct and then reconstruct the colonial governments.
(1C) Do Now: Mindfulness

	(1b, 1f) The students will assess their peer’s governments and then we will attempt to create one government that provides “justice for all”.
The idea is that this will promote discussion about the amazing document that the constitution is and highlight the cultural and environmental restraints that existed then, and continue to this day.  Ideally, the students will come away with a great appreciation of the government we do have.
